Pardon Me! Your Slips Are Showing!

Introduction

Folks, God's Word is its own interpreter. It is Scripture that always explains Scripture.
The Lord did not leave it up to men to understand, explain, and expound His Word on
the basis of our own faulty personal opinions, ideas, theories, and “feelings.” In order
to correctly understand and “rightly divide” God’'s Word, God’s people [those truly
saved] must compare “spiritual things with spiritual,” 1 Corinthians 2:13. This
requires taking the Scriptures at face value for what they actually and literally say and
teach. Those who read into the Scriptures things that the Scriptures do not actually
say, teach, or even imply, are not “rightly dividing the Word of truth,” 2 Timothy
2:15. In fact, such people are corrupting the Scriptures and fall into the category of
“false teachers,” (2 Peter 2:1), regardless of whether they realize it or not.

The Scriptures command God’s people to “Prove all things, hold fast that which is
good,” (1 Thessalonians 5:21). This Scripture means what it says, and says what it
means. If a person can’'t prove their teaching with book, chapter, and verse, from the
“rightly divided” Word of God, then that person would show wisdom to just keep
their mouth shut and say nothing [Proverbs 17:28]. The Scripture specifically states,
“If any man speak, let him speak as the oracles of God;....,” 1 Peter 4:11. s
that plain enough? The command to add not nor take away from God's Word
[Revelation 22:18-19] is still in the Bible, whether some believe it or not. Those who
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disregard the command will have no one but themselves to blame for the consequences
of their disobedience.

From time to time the Preterist [Catholic] “interpretation” of Daniel 9:24-27 surfaces
among God’s people. The last two or three weeks it has become a hot topic of debate
on some Christian websites. It appears that the “champions” of the Preterist allegorical
school of “interpretation” have come out in force, determined to cram their theory
down the throats of God’s people, and to deceive just as many as possible. But as
usual with all “false teachers,” these champions of Preterist theology have made a
few slips [errors] in their teaching. | am personally offended by their corruption of the
Scriptures. Therefore, in this study | purpose to expose these slips in Scriptural truth,
for the spiritual benefit and welfare of God'’s people who are serious about wanting the
real truth of God’'s Word. If the truths presented in this study expose the fallacy of
some who claim to be “Christians,” then the proof of their “Christianity will be seen in
how they react. Let's just take a close look at the claims of these self-appointed
“champions” of Preterist theology in the light of God’s Word.

The Anointing.....Slip No. 1

False Assumptions.....It is assumed by these “false teachers” that the anointing of
“the most holy” in Daniel 9:24 applies to Christ Himself. As “proof” of their
application, they make the quantum leap to the baptism of the Lord Jesus Christ as
recorded in Matthew 3:16-17, Mark 1:9-11, and Luke 3:21-22. These passages
tell us about the baptism of Christ, also recording the fact that the Holy Spirit
“descended...upon” Christ at that time. Based on this, these teachers of Preterist
theology assume that this was a fulfillment of Daniel 9:24. Then based on these two
assumptions, they then assume that Christ was presented to Israel as “the Messiah
the Prince” at His baptism, thus fulfilling Daniel 9:25.

Now folks, this is a nice theory, and it certainly appeals to simple minds who never
seriously study the Scriptures. However, those who make these assumptions have
overlooked a few things in their zeal to promote their theory. | want to point out their
slips [errors] for the benefit of our readers and to uphold the truth of God’s Word.

Bible Truth.....First, let's notice the anointing of “the most holy.” Right here is
where those advocating their Preterist “theory” make their first mistake. The term,
“most holy,” is used forty four times in the Old Testament. In every instance it is
translated from the exact same Hebrew words. Out of the forty-four times that it
occurs, it specifically refers to “the most holy place” in the Tabernacle or the Temple
fourteen times, the final time being Daniel 9:24. Not even one time is this term ever
used to refer to a person; not to Christ or anyone else. This can be verified by any
reader using their own Bible and a good concordance.

Since this is the case, then where is the Scriptural authority to apply “the most holy”
in Daniel 9:24 to the Lord Jesus Christ, rather than using the term the same way it is
used the other thirteen places in the Old Testament in reference to “the most holy
place?” All fourteen occurrences of the term in the Old Testament clearly refer to “the
most holy place” in the Tabernacle or Temple. So where is the Scriptural authority to
apply the term in Daniel 9:24 to the anointing of Christ at His baptism? What passage
in God’'s Word gives Scriptural authority to make such a quantum leap? Who gave
these “theorists” the authority to arbitrarily change God’'s Word in order to support their
theory? Well...?

Hello! Is that your phone ringing?

But if the anointing of “the most holy” in Daniel 9:24 doesn’t apply to Christ, then
what [or who] does it apply to? Folks, why not just let it apply to the anointing of
“the most holy place” in the future Millennial Temple exactly as prophesied? The
prophet Ezekiel, in writing about the future Millennial Temple, specifically tells us that
the Millennial Temple will be “cleansed” and dedicated to the Lord by anointing it with
the blood of the sacrificial animals required by the Lord Himself in that passage. You
can read the whole account for yourself in Ezekiel 45:18-25.

Folks, these “theorists” make a major slip when they assume that the anointing spoken
of in Daniel 9:24 applies to the anointing of Christ at His baptism. Their slip is
showing! Now are God’s people going to go by what the Word of God actually says and
teaches, or by what the “theorists” would like to make it say and teach? Well...??

“the Messiah the Prince”.....Slip No. 2

False Assumptions.....The “theorists,” based on their assumption that the anointing
of Daniel 9:24 applies to the baptism of Christ, then assume that His baptism was also
the time when He was presented to Israel as “the Messiah the Prince,” in fulfillment
of Daniel 9:25. They couldn’'t be more wrong! Here is their second major slip
[error]. And the Scripture says so.....

Bible Truth.....First, let's define the words “Messiah” and “Prince” for our readers,
so that we clearly understand what we are discussing. The word “Messiah” is
translated from the Hebrew word, “mashiyach.” This Hebrew word literally means,
“anointed; the anointed prince [Messiah the prince].” See Gesenius Hebrew Lexicon,
page 516, Strong’s No. 4899. The word “Prince” is translated from the Hebrew word,
“nagiyd.” This Hebrew word literally means, “commander, captain,; chief; leader; ruler;
king.” See Gesenius Hebrew Lexicon, page 531, Strong’s No. 5057. Therefore, Daniel
9:25is talking about the “anointed King”being presented to Israel.

Folks, there is not a shred of Scriptural evidence that Christ was presented to Israel as
“the Messiah the Prince” at His baptism. In fact, the Scriptures make it quite plain
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that the only person who recognized Christ as the “Messiah” at His baptism was John
the Baptist. Proof? Gladly!

When one studies all of the Scriptures in the four gospels dealing with the baptism of
Christ, it becomes obvious that John the Baptist was told in advance that the
“Messiah” was coming, and how John could recognize Him. John himself said in
John 1:33, “And 1 knew Him not: but He that sent me to baptize with water,
the same said unto me, Upon whom thou shalt see the Spirit descending, and
remaining on Him, the same is He which baptizeth with the Holy Ghost.” The
anointing of Christ by the Holy Spirit is specifically stated in this verse to be what
caused John to recognize Christ as the “Messiah.” But it is also obvious that no one
else recognized Him as such on the occasion of His baptism. Several weeks after the
baptism of Christ, John had to point Him out to the disciples, Jofin 1:29-42. Until that
occurred those disciples had been John’s disciples, so obviously they were present
when the baptism of Christ took place. Yet they didn't recognize Him as the
“Messiah” at His baptism, nor is there any indication in the Scriptures that anyone else
did. It was possibly forty days or more after His baptism before John even pointed Him
out to the disciples. This truth is set forth right in your own Bible. Study it for
yourself.

Christ is indeed “the Messiah the Prince” of Daniel 9:25, but it was not at His
baptism that He was presented as such to Israel. Rather, the Scriptures plainly teach
that Christ was presented to Israel as “the Messiah the Prince” at the end of His
public ministry, just five days before He was “cut off” [crucified] in fulfillment of
Daniel 9:26. Proof of this statement? Gladly!

In Luke 19 we find Luke’s inspired account of Christ riding the donkey into Jerusalem.
It is specifically stated in Luke 19:37-38 that “the whole multitude of the
disciples began to rejoice and praise God with a loud voice for all the mighty
works that they had seen,; Saying, Blessed be the King that cometh in the
name of the Lord....” Folks, it ought to be obvious to anyone willing to deal honestly
with God’s Word, that right at that moment on that specific day Christ was proclaimed
KING before the many thousands of Jews in Israel that had come to Jerusalem for the
Passover. Significantly, it was this particular event that also fulfilled Zechariah 9:9,
“Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion,; shout, O daughter of Jerusalem. behold,
thy King cometh unto thee: He is just, and having salvation, lowly, and riding
upon an ass, and upon a colt the foal of an ass.”

Now isn’'t this interesting? Daniel 9:25 predicted the coming of “the Messiah the
Prince [King] ” to Israel, and Zechariah 9:9 predicted how the “King” would come to
Israel. Therefore, God's people should have no problem at all in knowing exactly when
and how “the Messiah the Prince” was presented to the nation of Israel. Yet the
“theorists” today willfully choose to ignore these Scriptures in order to support their
“theory.” Sic!
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Do you suppose the “theorists” have anything in common with the religious leaders of
ancient Israel? The wicked religious leaders also refused to believe that “the Messiah
the Prince [King] ” was being presented to Israel that day. Obviously in anger, they
demanded that the Lord rebuke His disciples for proclaiming Him as “King.” But in
emphasizing the importance of that specific day, the Lord told those wicked religious
leaders, “I tell you that, if these should hold their peace, the stones would
immediately cry out,” Luke 19:40. Glory! Then the Lord wept over the city of
Jerusalem and said, “/f thou hadst known, even thou, at least in this thy day,
the things which belong unto thy peace! but now they are hid from thine
eyes,” Luke 19:42. Then the Lord further predicted the destruction of Jerusalem
because they had not recognized “the time of thy visitation,” Luke 19:44. Folks,
could it be made any plainer? The day Christ rode the donkey into Jerusalem was the
exact day that “the Messiah the Prince” was presented to the nation of Israel in
fulfillment of Daniel 9:25. | would add that it was also the exact day that the
prophesied sixty-nine weeks of Daniel 9:25 came to an end.

Folks, in view of what | have presented, where is the Scriptural proof that Christ was
presented to Israel as “the Messiah the Prince” at His baptism? Book, chapter, and
verse please? Simply stated, there is no such Scriptural proof. The whole Preterist
“theory” is based on “false assumptions” that have no Scriptural foundation
whatsoever. Just another major slip [error] that the “theorists” make because of their
own lack of any really serious Bible study. Their slip is showing!

The Personal Ministry of Christ.....Slip No. 3

False Assumptions.....It is also assumed by those espousing this Preterist “theory”
that the sixty-nine weeks of Daniel 9:25 ended at the baptism of Christ, and since His
personal ministry was 3 ¥ years in length [another assumption], then Christ must have
fulfilled the first half of Daniel's 70" Week, Daniel 9:24. Still another assumption. It
appears to me that the “theorists” spend more time assuming than they do studying.
Now let’s look at.....

Bible Truth.....I have already demonstrated from God’s Word that Christ was not
presented to Israel as “the Messiah the Prince” at his baptism. Therefore the very
first premise of the “theorists” is faulty. How can one build a sound theological position
on a faulty premise? | have also pointed out that the inspired Scriptural record in Luke
19 clearly verifies that Christ was presented to Israel as “the Messiah the Prince” at
the end of His personal ministry to Israel, and that Christ Himself verified that truth by
emphasizing the importance of that particular day and the events of that day. It can
also be demonstrated by actual count that the 69 weeks [483 years] prophesied in
Daniel 9:25 came to an end on the exact day that Christ rode the donkey into
Jerusalem. But let’s not spend time rehashing the issue. Let’s just expose another slip
[error] that the “theorists” make in their theological scheme. When God’s Word knocks
out enough “girders,” their whole “theory” will collapse.
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I am well aware that “/t's common knowledge Jesus had a 3 ¥2 year public ministry...” |
just quoted one of the “theorists” word for word. Indeed, it is almost commonly
accepted that the ministry of Christ was 3 ¥z years in length. Wrong! Wrong!
Wrong! Itisn't so! And it is God's Word that proves that it isn't so.

Folks, all through my ministry | have urged God’s people to depend strictly on what the
Word actually and literally says and teaches, rather than on what the tradition of men
say or teach about the Word. “That's why the Bible states man’s traditions make the
Word of God of none effect!” [Yes, I'm quoting one of the “theorists” again]. Now let’s
see the Bible truth about the personal ministry of Christ.

Christ came to John the Baptist to be baptized as recorded in Matthew 3, Mark 1,
Luke 3, and John 1. His baptism was not the beginning of His personal ministry.

Immediately after being baptized, the Scriptures plainly state that Christ was “..../ed
up of the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted of the devil,” Matthew 4.1-
11, Mark 1:12-13, and Luke 4:1-13. According to these Scriptures, Christ was in the
wilderness for forty days. During that time He certainly wasn't preaching or
ministering. Rather, He was being tempted [tested] of Satan. Then John 1:35-42
records that on the very next day after His return from the wilderness temptations
[Harmony of the Gospels], John the Baptist pointed Him out to two of his own disciples.
They followed Christ and became the Lord’s disciples. Then the next day [John 1:43-
51] Christ went into Galilee and called two more disciples. It should be obvious that
Christ was choosing those that He would use in the future when He began His ministry.

But the Lord did not begin His ministry at that time. Those disciples that the Lord had
selected went back to their occupations, waiting on a second call from the Lord. That
second call is recorded in Matthew 4:18-22 and Mark 1.:16-20. Carefully study the
chronology of the four gospels for yourself and see if this is not what happened. So
when did the Lord’s personal ministry actually begin?

That second call did not come for nearly six months. It was approximately six months
after the Lord’s baptism that John the Baptist was cast into prison by Herod. Matthew
4:12-17 specifically states, “Now when Jesus had heard that John was cast into
prison.....From that time Jesus began to preach, and to say, Repent: for the
kingdom of heaven is at hand.” In Mark 1:14 it is specifically stated, “Now after
that John was put in prison, Jesus came into Galilee, preaching the gospel of
the kingdom of God.” Now here are two inspired witnesses that emphatically state
that Christ began to preach after John the Baptist had been cast into prison. Now folks,
what would you rather believe? The record given by God’s two inspired witnesses, or
the tradition of men? [I'll choose what God’'s Word actually says over what men think
every time. Now what are the implications of what | have pointed out?

This means that the public ministry of Christ was only three years in length, not the 3
1> years traditionally taught. The public ministry of Christ is clearly revealed in the
Scriptures as being limited to three years between four Passovers. Every Passover can
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be traced out in the Scriptures by those who desire to seriously study God's Word. The
first Passover is mentioned in John 2:13-25. The fourth and last Passover was the
one at which Christ was crucified.

These Preterist loving “theorists” have blown it again. Christ did not minister during the
first 3 Y2 years of Daniel's 70" Week. The ministry of Christ was only three years in
length. The 69" week ended the day Christ rode the donkey into Jerusalem, and Christ
was crucified five days later. The entire 70" Week of Daniel is still future. [That's
seven years to those “theorists” who have such a difficult time counting]. So down
goes another silly “theory” based on wrong assumptions. Pity the poor “theorists.”
Again, their slip is showing!

“the prince that shall come”.....Slip No. 4

False Assumptions.....Based on all of their previous assumptions, which | have
demonstrated from the Scriptures to be wrong, the “theorists” insist that “the prince
that shall come” in Daniel 9:26 is the Lord Jesus Christ Himself. They’'ve blown it
again! How? Let’'s take a look at.....

Bible Truth.....It is specifically stated in Daniel 9:26 that “the people of the prince
that shall come shall destroy the city and the sanctuary;...” Almost invariably,
when discussing this passage, the emphasis is place on “the prince,” and the
complete statement actually made in the verse is almost totally ignored. The
“theorists” themselves totally ignore the statement, claiming that “the prince” is the
same “Messiah and prince” mentioned in verse 25. Oh really? Is that so? Well let’s
see how such a claim harmonizes with the statement made in the verse.....

The statement actually says that it is “the people of the prince” that would
“destroy the city and the sanctuary...” Now if “the prince” in this verse is the
Lord Jesus Christ, as the “theorists” claim, then who are His “people”? Just keep
firmly in mind that the verse emphatically states that it is “the people” that “destroy
the city and the sanctuary.” Oh my! What a predicament! | thought that the
Lord's people were [and are] born-again believers. But if Christ is “the prince that
shall come” in this verse, then this means that it was His people that destroyed
Jerusalem and burned the Temple. This would mean that born-again, blood-washed,
saved-by-grace, Christian believers destroyed Jerusalem and burned the Temple in 70
A.D.; and that it was not the Roman army that did it, and that the historians have been
lying to us all this time. Wow! What a revelation!

However, the context of the whole passage is dealing with the Jews [9:24]. The
Scriptures are quite plain that the Jews are also God's people historically and
prospectively. Since the verse expressly states that it is “the people of the prince
that shall come” who will “destroy the city and the sanctuary,” then maybe it
was the Jews who destroyed Jerusalem and burned the Temple. Is that possible?
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Could the Jews have done that and blamed it on the Romans? Wow! To think that all
these centuries the historians have been blaming those “sweet little Romans” for
sacking Jerusalem, when it was really those “naughty little Jews” that did it. Tsk! Tsk!

Folks, would you believe either of these stories? No! 1 wouldn't! And you wouldn’t
either, unless you have lost your mind. And neither will I believe this rotten, Scripture
corrupting, hare-brained Preterist “theory” put forth by the “theorists.” Their
“interpretation” of this whole passage is a fantasy conjured up in their own depraved
minds. There is not a shred of Scriptural truth to their ridiculous “interpretation.” Only
a proud hearted “religionist” who values their own gpinion above God's Word would
ever come up with such an “interpretation.” Sic!

Folks, I would suggest that those of God’s people [those truly saved] who have been
sucked into and deceived by this wicked [Catholic] Preterist deception, would do well to
humble themselves before the Lord and repent, asking His forgiveness for allowing
themselves to believe such Scripture corrupting rot. And | mean like starting right
now.

But this isn't the end of the story. Let's just pursue this Preterist “theory” a little
further.

There are Preterists today who insist that Christ is “the prince that shall come” in
Daniel 9:26, and that “The Lord returned and destroyed Jerusalem and the Temple in
70 A.D. in the person of the Roman army.” No, I'm not joking! 1 have this exact
statement, word for word, in my files, which | have quoted verbatim from Preterist
publications [more than one]. The Preterists try to support their “theory” by appealing
to various Scriptures where the Lord predicted that “He” would destroy Jerusalem and
the Temple. They also emphasize the Lord’s reference to it all happening in the
“generation” mentioned in Matthew 23:36 and 24:34. The Preterists teach that
Christ was referring to the “generation” that was living at the time of His personal
ministry. Therefore, they conclude that all of the prophecies set forth in the Olivet
Discourse have already been fulfilled, and the only unfulfilled prophecy is the future
“general resurrection” at the return of the Lord. Sic!

Folks, there is a whole lot wrong with this blasphemous fantasy. First, if the Lord
returned in 70 A.D., then He obviously lied when He plainly stated to Israel, “Ye shall
not see Me henceforth, till ye shall say, Blessed is He that cometh in the name
of the Lord,” Matthew 23:39. | don't believe for a minute that when Jerusalem was
being destroyed and the Temple was being burned, that the Jews, starving, suffering,
dying, and being slaughtered on every hand, were crying out, “Blessed is He that
cometh in the name of the Lord.” If you can believe such a wild, hare-brained
thing took place at that time, then contact me immediately. | have a great “deal” for
you on some “sea coast” property in Kansas. Sic! | might also add that Peter must
have been “mistaken” when he declared in Acts 3:20-21 that Christ would not be sent
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back to mankind “wntil the times of restitution of all things...” | really don’t think
that “all things” got “restituted” in 70 A.D. Do you?

Second, if the Lord returned in 70 A.D. in the person of the Roman army, does that
then mean that the Roman army became the “Savior” of mankind? Should we then be
“praying” to the Roman army? Should we be worshipping the Roman army? Should we
be looking to and trusting the Roman army for our “salvation?” Maybe we should be
looking for the return of the Roman army instead of the return of Christ? Hey! Don't
get mad or upset with me! I'm not the “diot” who came up with such nonsense, and |
am personally offended by such “blasphemous false teaching.” These wicked Preterist
“false teachers” have a lot of explaining to do when they stand before the Lord.

Oh, but let’s not forget the “generation.” The whole “house” of Preterist theology is
supported by these “two pillars” [compare Judges 16:22-29]. Well, | don’t claim
any kin to Samson, but by the grace of God, | would like to pull these “two pillars”
down for our readers.

The Preterists love to quote the words of the Lord in Matthew 23:36, “Verily I say
unto you, All these things shall come upon this generation.” But for some
reason they totally ignore the exact words of the Lord in the preceding verse;
Matthew 23:35, “That upon you may come all the righteous blood shed upon
the earth, from the blood of righteous Abel unto the blood of Zechariah son
of Barachias, whom ye slew between the temple and the altar.” In this verse
the Lord Himself set the limits of punishment that was to come on that “generation.”
The people that lived in that “generation” were punished specifically for the blood
shed upon the earth from “Abel” to “Zechariah.” The punishment of that
“generation’ had nothing to do with the prophecies of the future Tribulation [Daniel’s
70™ Week]. Some of you Preterists don't agree? Then you tell Christ that He was
wrong! Be my guest!

Then there is the “generation” spoken of in Matthew 24:34. Again the Preterists
claim that this prophecy is speaking of the “generation” that was living at the time of
Christ. Therefore they assure their followers that everything predicted in the Olivet
Discourse has already been fulfilled. Oh, is that so! Really?

Well then why do all the Greek Lexicons and Word Studies [those not written by
Preterists] tell us that the word “generation” in that context and verse refers to the
whole “generation” of humanity living on the earth at the time the “fig tree” buds? |
guote from Thayer’s Greek Lexicon, page 112, Strong’s No. 1074, “the whole multitude
of men living at the same time.: Matthew 24:34; Mark 13:30; Luke 1:48; 21:32;
Philippians 2:15; used especially of the Jewish race living at one and the same
period.” Folks, the “budding” of the “fig tree” is a reference to the restoration of the
Jewish nation. See Jeremiah 24.:1-7 and believe what God’s Word says. The nation
of Israel was restored in 1948. Israel put forth leaves and branches in 1967. Israel is
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fulfilling the prophecy of the Parable of the Fig Tree whether the Preterists like it or not.
The Lord Himself said, “This generation shall not pass [die off; pass away], till all
these things be fulfilled.”

The fact that the “generation” being referred to in Matthew 24:34 is the
“generation” that has seen lsrael restored as a nation can be easily established
another way. | have repeatedly challenged the Preterists to diagram the whole Parable
of the Fig Tree. Not one of them has taken me up on it. Why not? If they are right,
then why are they afraid to diagram the parable? What are they afraid of? | am aware
that the diagramming of sentences to absolutely determine sentence structure is not
taught in the modern schools any longer. But there are still a few old textbooks around
that explain how to do it. Diagram the parable, and it will plainly reveal that the
“generation” under consideration in the parable is the “generation” that is alive
when the “fig tree...putteth forth leaves.” It has nothing to do with the
“generation” living during the personal ministry of Christ. Glory! Praise the Lord!
Hallelujah! And to think that I hated English when | was a schoolboy many years ago.
May the Lord forgive me.

Folks, the “theorists” have made a “super blunder” in trying to “interpret” God’s Word
to fit their “theory.” The “prince that shall come” in Daniel 9:26 is not the Lord
Jesus Christ. He is the Antichrist, just as true believers have been teaching for 2,000
years. And it is God’s Word that proves it!

Listen! Did you hear that “thud”? That was the Preterists “house of theology”
collapsing. Their slip is showing!

“the covenant with many”.....Slip No. 5

False Assumptions.....Here is another quote from a “theorist,” “The covenant
mentioned in Daniel 9:27 is referring back to the Abrahamic Covenant Gabriel was
already talking about in Daniel 9:4..... There is not one verse in the Bible that says the
Antichrist confirms anything or makes a covenant.”

The claim of this “theorist” is just another false assumption; another silly slip [error]
that glaringly reveals the *“willing ignorance” of these champions of Preterist
theology.

Bible Truth.....Folks, this claim is a classic example of reading into the Scriptures
something that the Scriptures do not say, nor even imply in the context. There is not a
thing said about Abraham or the Abrahamic Covenant in Daniel 9:27. In fact, the
confirming of the covenant in Daniel 9:27 is a future event that takes place at the
beginning of the 70™ Week of Daniel [that’s seven years].
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I have already demonstrated by the Scriptures that “the prince that shall come” is
not the Lord Jesus Christ. The “prince” whose people destroyed Jerusalem and the
Temple was a Roman prince. A careful study of Darniel 2 reveals that the Roman
Empire [ “the fourth kingdom’] would continue to exist in some form right to the end
of the age. Daniel 7 also reveals that at the end of the age a “/itt/le horn” will arise
out of the “fourth kingdom” [Rome]. True believers right through the centuries have
believed and taught that the coming “/ittle horn” is the predicted Antichrist. Since
Daniel 7 plainly states that the “/ittle horn” arises out of “the fourth kingdom,”
then it should be obvious that he will be a Roman “prince.”

It will be this future Roman “prince” who will “confirm the covenant with many
for one week” [that's seven years; not 3 ¥2]. Since there is a “war” going on, “unto
the end of the war desolations are determined,” 9:26, the implication is that the
“covenant”in verse 27 is some sort of peace treaty between the Jews and their Arab
neighbors. Is such a “peace treaty” predicted or even suggested elsewhere in God’s
Word? Let’s see.....

In Isaiah 28:14-19 it is recorded that the “scornful” rulers of Jerusalem will boast
because they have made “a covenant with death, and with hell are we at
agreement.” The context plainly indicates that their “covenant” is some sort of
peace treaty, supposedly giving them assurance that “when the overflowing
scourge shall pass through, it shall not come unto us.” Yet the context plainly
states that their “covenant” will be “disannulled” [violated; broken] and the Jews
“trodden down.” lIsn't this the same thing indicated in Daniel 9:27? You know it
is!

Again, in Daniel 11:21-32 such a “covenant” is spoken about six times. It is
interesting that the “/eague” or “covenant” in these verses is drawn up by “kings”
who “speak lies at one table,” 11:27, and that it will be violated to the extent that
“they shall pollute the sanctuary of strength, and shall take away the daily
sacrifice, and they shall place the abomination that maketh desolate,” 11.:31.

Isn’'t this exactly what the wicked Roman “prince” in Daniel 9:27 is prophesied to
do? You know it is!

Oh, but these “theorists” say this prophecy in Danie/ 11:31 was speaking about
Antiochus Epiphanes. When donkeys fly# The Lord Jesus Christ, speaking during His
personal ministry in Matthew 24:15, plainly indicated that “the abomination that
maketh desolate” was still future, and Antiochus Ephiphanes had been dead for at
least 150 years. Some of these “theorists” ought to put their brain in gear before they
throw their mouth into motion. Selah!

Then in 1 Thessalonians 5:3 it is specifically stated that “when they shall say,
Peace and safety; then sudden destruction cometh upon them, as travail
upon a woman with child, and they shall not escape.” The inspired Apostle is
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obviously speaking of the Jews in this verse, for he used the exact expression that is
used thirteen times in the Old Testament when speaking of the Jews. Now why would
the Jews be saying, “Peace and safety,” unless they had some sort of peace treaty
that appeared to give them such assurance? Well...??

Folks, the fact that the “theorists” choose to ignore these truths plainly set forth in
God’s Word, gives me reason to wonder if they really care about or want the truth of
God’s Word at all? Is the truth of the Word really what they are trying to promote, or is
their real intent only to promote their Preterist theology? Well...??

Oh, one more thing.....

The “theorists” claim that “Jesus put an end to the animal sacrifices when He was
crucified (or “cut off” in Daniel 9.26) according to Hebrews 9.” Again, | think the
“theorist” is a little confused on his facts. According to the Jewish historian, Josephus,
following the crucifixion and ascension of Christ, the Jewish priests went right on
offering animal sacrifices on the altar in Jerusalem for the next forty years. In fact,
they were still offering those sacrifices the very day the armies of Titus, the Roman
“prince,” broke through the wall around Jerusalem. This doesn’'t sound to me like
“Jesus put an end to the animal sacrifices when He was crucified.” The problem here is
simple. The “theorists” are trying to force Daniel 9:26 [and 9:27] to fit their “theory,
instead of “dumping” their “theory” and submitting to the truth of God’s Word. Their
slip is showing!

Conclusion
Folks, in this study | have clearly demonstrated:

1. That the anointing of “the most holy” in Daniel 9:24 doesn't have a thing to
do with the anointing of Christ at His baptism.

2. That the Lord Jesus Christ was not presented to Israel as “the Messiah the
Prince” at His baptism.

3. That the personal ministry of Christ was not 3 %2 years in length, as is commonly
taught, but was only three years clearly marked off by the Scriptures.

4. That “the prince that shall come” was not the Lord Jesus Christ, but rather
was speaking of a Roman “prince.”

5. That the “he”in Daniel 9:27 is not the Lord Jesus Christ, but rather is a future
Roman “prince;” the Antichrist.
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Throughout this study | have made reference to this Preterist [Catholic] teaching.
Folks, | said what I meant and I meant what | said. Some of the “theorists” are so
ignorant of Christian history that they don'’t realize that this “theory” they are trying to
teach today is the exact same “theory” that has been taught by the wicked old
“Jezebel/” Roman whore religion thoughout this dispensation. The Lord Jesus Christ
said, “..a corrupt tree bringeth forth evil fruit,” Matthew 7:17. Everywhere that
Preterist theology has been proclaimed, it has corrupted the Scriptures, hidden the
truth, spread confusion, discouraged the saints, broken down belief in Divine
Inspiration, promoted liberalism and modernism, torn up churches, and has hidden [or
stolen] “the blessed hope” from God’s people. It was beloved James who wrote,
“But wilt thou know, O vain man, that faith without works is dead,” James
2:20. It was also the Lord Jesus Christ Himself who spoke of people who
..... draweth nigh unto Me with their mouth, and honoreth Me with their lips;
but their heart is far from Me,” Matthew 15:8. Regardless of what these
Preterists claim, their “works” don’'t show “fasth” in the inspired Word of God or in the
“Savior” set forth in the Word. They corrupt the Scriptures! They aren’'t devoted to
the Lord Jesus Christ. They are devoted to their Preterist theology! Frankly, I would be
ashamed to be identified with any teaching that even remotely resembles Preterist
theology. If I offend anyone in making this statement, feel perfectly free to write and
apologize to me.

Finally, 1 believe in giving credit where credit is due. | want to publicly commend
Marilyn Agee for taking a stand for the truth, and standing against those espousing
their Preterist confusion. Marilyn Agee was right on the mark on every statement she
made in her brief article entitled “7he 70" Week,” which appeared on Five Doves on
May 15". I don't always agree with Marilyn on everything she writes, even as | am
sure she doesn’t always agree with everything | write, but it is glaringly obvious that we
are both seeking to find, cleave to, and promote the truth of God’s Word, and that is
more than | can say for the “theorists.” Good job, Marilyn. God will bless you for it.
